3) STORYTELLING-by Carol Coleman
Clowning and stories weave a magical web.  As a clown, your own sense of

play can be communicated through stories.  Learn how to be interactive in storytelling, see the wiggles, giggles, songs, and dance as Carol brings a story to life.  Carol has been a storyteller for over 35 years.  She has been a corporate storyteller for Borders Books.   She owns a storytelling business where she performs school shows. 21) MAKE-UP APPLICATION AND DESIGNS- By Holiday the Clown
             At convention today we don’t take time to aid the new clowns coming into to the art to see how to do a full grease application.  Without the art being showed they go to the person selling the product for a demo which is lite auguste make-up.  Then they never learn the art of make-up application.  It they learn from a person that has worn full face for years, they will learn how to do it right.  It will stay; it will hold up in heat, it will last for hour over a 14 day of work.   If we teach them they will learn the Art of Clown and have the knowledge their clown.
22)  HOW TO CLOWN FULL TIME- By Holiday The Clown
          Get the feel of the business of clowning, how it is to be superlady, Mom,, and more!   As a full time entertainer, with 30 years of experience in the business, she will guide you thru the business side of clowning.  Learn the how to and how not’s of this full business.  You can make a very living at clowning and have time for you family.  My real

job is CLOWNING. 
23) HOLIDAY’S FROM A-Z- Everyday’s A Holiday
          Everyday is a holiday, learn how to work all the holidays into your business and aid your growth of your business via a year of Holiday’s.  You will never have a holiday off!

24) WHY WE HAVE THE FEAR OF CLOWNS

         Carol will tell you how she addresses this!  Don’t allow your clowning to be used as a fool.    If you represent the Art of Clowning with skill, talent, and knowledge of the art, you will see they will love you.  We that are professional clowns should address any negative to our art.  It is one of the oldest arts, yet we are still seeking the respect of our art daily.  It takes a big person to fill the clown shoes with a caring heart, and the skill of the art.
25) STORYTELLING FOR A BUSINESS

          Did you ever think of starting a storytelling business?  This will add an added income; you will be booking for schools, fairs, community events, and more.  Learn from Carol the market value of storytelling.  She markets to preschool and elementary school levels.  The market of income is higher than the hourly rate of clowning. (Note level will not be for adult storytelling, Carol does only Irish tales at that level.  These stories, she was giving by her Grandfather a Great Irish Storyteller).

26) PARTY GAMES- by Holiday

         Carol runs a forty theme party business, along with her clowning business.  Be ready for the fun and games, and how to of Carol.   These creative ideas for games you will be using.
27) SO YOU WANT TO DO A SKIT
         Carol has written and preformed many skits.  Learn how she writes a skit, and than puts in together.  Many of Carol’s skits have won Top Ten, which she has perform or she has written for others that they have preformed and placed.  View music as an important part of your skit, learn stage presents, size of props, details to view, and how to do it a convention competition. 
28) WORKING WITH ANOTHER
          Working with another can be great, how to work together, it can have bad points too, learn the how to work it at an event, with a boss clown, and more.
29) WOMEN’S IN THE BUSINESS OF CLOWNING

          Clowning is now mainly a women’s business; went I started it was mainly man.  How women can get make it work, how to aid your business.   Learn the how to by a woman that has been in this business full time for 30 years.

30) MAKE & TAKE STORY
          Bring a pen, pencil, and paper to this class.  You will make and take many stories, and you will be able to be a Mother Goose, a Mrs. Clause, or a Good Witch in your area.
These stories are all visual art storytelling tales, proved tales that work.

31) PATTERN IN COSTUME CLASS
          Class Fee $30.00; limited to 25.  You will make a pattern for a bid, collar, yoke, and more.  Bring newspaper, makers, and scissors (Great for a Jam time at a convention).
